Editorial

Mais uma vez, como acontece todos 0os anos no més de
junho, desde 2001, o Journal of Citation Reports, JCR,
divulgou os Fatores de Impacto (FI)' dos periddicos
cientificos indexados pelo Institute for Scientific
Information (ISI). Em 2005, dezessete publicagdes
brasileiras constam do Journal of Citation Reports:

Journal of the Brazilian Chemical Society (1,097);
Brazilian Journal of Medical and Biological
Research (0,859); Memoérias do Instituto Oswaldo
Cruz (0,847); Anais da Academia Brasileira de Ciéncias
(0,653); Quimica Nova (0,650); Brazilian Journal of
Physics (0,445); Arquivos de Neuro-Psiquiatria (0,430);
Brazilian Journal of Chemical Engineering (0,385);
Genetics and Molecular Biology (0,373); Bulletin of the
Brazilian Mathematical Society (0,340); Revista
Brasileira de Ciéncia do Solo (0,289); Revista Brasileira
de Zootecnia-Brazilian Journal of Animal Science
(0,250); Pesquisa Veterinaria Brasileira (0,239);
Pesquisa Agropecuaria Brasileira (0,181); Brazilian
Journal of Microbiology (0,165); Brazilian Archives of
Biology and Technology (0,131); Arquivo Brasileiro de
Medicina Veterinaria e Zootecnia (0,114).

Dessas dezessete publicagdes, quatro periddicos
merecem destaque: Journal of the Brazilian Chemical
Society, Quimica Nova, Anais da Academia Brasileira de
Ciéncias e a Revista Brasileira de Ciéncia do Solo. As
duas revistas da Sociedade Brasileira de Quimica,
indexadas no ISI, Journal of the Brazilian Chemical
Society (http://jbcs.sbq.org.br) e a Quimica Nova (http://
quimicanova.sbq.org.br/quimicanova.htm) com Fatores
de Impacto 1,097 e 0,650, respectivamente, permanecem
como os dois peridédicos de Quimica de maior FI da
América Latina, e o JBCS continua como a revista de
maior FI do Brasil. Os Anais da Academia Brasileira de
Ciéncias teve um expressivo aumento no seu FI, em
relag¢@o ao ano de 2004 (0,435),% e a Revista Brasileira de
Ciéncia do Solo, que ndo constava da lista anterior do
JCR, aparece com FI = 0,289, o qual ¢ bastante
representativo para a drea de Ciéncias Agrdrias.

O ndmero de artigos cientificos de autores brasileiros
vem crescendo nos dltimos anos e, dentro de pouco tempo,
a producdo cientifica brasileira responderd por 2% de toda
producdo cientifica mundial indexada ao ISI. Entretanto, o
nimero de revistas brasileiras no ranking do IS/ ndo ¢

compativel com o niimero de artigos produzidos no Pas,
pois dos 144 periédicos apoiados pelo CNPq, em 2005,
apenas 17 constam do JCR. Mesmo considerando as
diferentes culturas de publicagdo de cada drea do
conhecimento, a relagdo entre o nimero de periédicos
apoiados pelo CNPq e os que t&ém importincia no contexto
internacional €, no minimo, pobre. Os dirigentes do CNPq
devem refletir se vale a pena continuar apoiando um nimero
muito grande de periddicos que ndo vém demonstrando
condigdes para se indexarem ao ISI.

Os ntimeros do Journal of the Brazilian Chemical
Society sio crescentes e animadores. Comparando os anos
de 2004 e 2005, constata-se que o nimero de artigos
submetidos para publicacdo aumentou de 332 para 463,
respectivamente, o de artigos publicados de 150 para 215
e o ndmero de fasciculos, de seis para oito.* Em 2005,
praticamente a metade dos artigos publicados no JBCS
foram de autores do exterior.

O JBCS esta disponivel na pdgina http://
jbcs.sbq.org.br, desde 1998, antes das discussdes sobre
0 acesso livre as publicagdes cientificas ganharem a
dimensdo que ganharam no cendrio internacional. A
partir de 2006, toda a cole¢do de Quimica Nova estd
disponivel na pdgina http://quimicanova.sbq.org.br/
quimicanova.htm. Disponibilizar seus periddicos para
toda a comunidade cientifica internacional € a politica
editorial da Diretoria, Conselho Consultivo e Editorias
da Sociedade Brasileira de Quimica.

A comunidade quimica brasileira estd de parabéns pelo
sucesso continuado do Journal of the Brazilian Chemical
Society, que se consolida como o peridédico de maior
importancia cientifica de toda a América Latina. A
manutencgdo dessa posicdo depende diretamente da
qualidade cientifica dos trabalhos submetidos para
publicacdo na revista e do papel critico dos assessores.
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Editorial

Once again, as has happened every year in the month
of June since 2001, the Journal of Citation Reports, JCR,
has published the Impact Factors (IF),' of the scientific
periodicals indexed by the Institute for Scientific
Information (IST). In 2005 seventeen Brazilian publications
were cited in the Journal of Citation Reports:

Journal of the Brazilian Chemical Society (1.097);
Brazilian Journal of Medical and Biological
Research (0.859); Memdrias do Instituto Oswaldo
Cruz (0.847); Anais da Academia Brasileira de Ciéncias
(0.653); Quimica Nova (0.650); Brazilian Journal of
Physics (0.445); Arquivos de Neuro-Psiquiatria (0.430);
Brazilian Journal of Chemical Engineering (0.385);
Genetics and Molecular Biology (0.373); Bulletin of the
Brazilian Mathematical Society (0.340); Revista
Brasileira de Ciéncia do Solo (0.289); Revista Brasileira
de Zootecnia-Brazilian Journal of Animal Science
(0.250); Pesquisa Veterinaria Brasileira (0.239);
Pesquisa Agropecuaria Brasileira (0.181); Brazilian
Journal of Microbiology (0.165); Brazilian Archives of
Biology and Technology (0.131); Arquivo Brasileiro de
Medicina Veterinaria e Zootecnia (0.114).

Of these seventeen publications, four periodicals are
especially noteworthy: Journal of the Brazilian Chemical
Society, Quimica Nova, Anais da Academia Brasileira de
Ciéncias and the Revista Brasileira de Ciéncia do Solo.
Both of the periodicals published by the Brazilian Chemical
Society, indexed in the ISI, Journal of the Brazilian
Chemical Society (http://jbcs.sbq.org.br) and Quimica
Nova (http://quimicanova.sbq.org.br/quimicanova.htm)
with Impact factors of 1.097 and 0.650, respectively, remain
as the two periodicals in Chemistry of greatest Impact
Factor in Latin America, and the JBCS remains the
periodical of greatest Impact Factor in Brazil.

The Anais da Academia Brasileira de Ciéncias showed
an expressive increase in its Impact Factor in relation to
2004 (0.435) 2 and the Revista Brasileira de Ciéncia do
Solo, which was not on the previous JCR list, appeared
with am IF of 0.289, which is quite a representative IF for
the area of Agrarian Science. The number of scientific
articles of Brazilian authorship has been rising over the
years and, soon Brazilian scientific production will account
for 2% of the total world scientific production indexed by
the ISI. However, the number of Brazilian periodicals in
the ISI ranking is not compatible with the number of articles

produced within Brazil, since of the 144 periodicals
supported by the CNPq in 2005,% a mere 17 are cited in the
JCR. Even while considering the different cultures of
publications in each area of knowledge, the relationship
between the number of periodicals supported by the CNPq
and those which are of importance in an international
context is, to say the least, poor. The directors of the CNPq
should take the opportunity to reflect upon whether it is
worthwhile to continue to support such a great number of
periodicals which have not demonstrated that they are
suitable for indexing by the ISI.

The numbers of the Journal of the Brazilian Chemical
Society are both rising and encouraging. When they are
compared to the years 2004 and 2005, it is seen that the
number of articles submitted for publication increased from
332 to 463 respectively, and the articles published rose from
150 to 215, while the numbers of issues went from six to
eight.* In 2005, practically half of the articles published in
the JBCS were of foreign authorship.

The JBCS is available at http://jbcs.sbq.org.br, since
1998, before the discussions on free access to publications
attain the dimension it has taken on the international scene.
Beginning in 2006, the entire Quimica Nova collection
has been available at http://quimicanova.sbq.org.br/
quimicanova.htm. Availing the international scientific
community of its periodicals is the policy of the Directors,
the Consulting Council and the Editors of the Brazilian
Chemical Society.

The Brazilian Chemical Society is to be congratulated
for the continuing success of the Journal of the Brazilian
Chemical Society, which has become established as the
periodical of greatest scientific importance in all of Latin
America. Maintaining this position depends directly on the
scientific quality of the studies submitted for publication
in the periodical and the critical role played by all who
participate in its publication.
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
